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This poster makes users aware of the utility that the archive can provide for scientists. It is a free service and recent users have been involved with cliff stability, coastal erosion monitoring, coastal management and related georeferencing of LIDAR imagery, monitoring of vertical land movement and ocean tide loading.

Currently, there are close to 100 continuously recording GPS station sited throughout the UK and actively contributing to the archive, with some datasets reaching back as far as 1997. The archive has a dual capability, firstly in storing the long-term environmental signatures that are embedded in the GPS data and secondly in providing reference station data for more or less contemporary work controlled by GPS.
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
